Admission Requirements

In addition to meeting the admission requirements of The University
of Toledo and the Judith Herb College of Arts, Social Sciences and
Education, admission to the certificate program requires the following:

+ All applicants are required to successfully complete an interview
process prior to formal application and acceptance into the program.

+ Successful applicants will complete an extensive background check
to gain access to United States Military bases. A successful interview
and a positive background check are required for admittance to the
program.

All applicants must complete 30 credit hours with a minimum 2.5
Higher Education GPA prior departure for service.
